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Track: Underwood approaching 46-year old school record in 3200M

Freshman Zoe Sanchez eyes Emma Garrison’s school record time

Hayesville, NC - Union
County junior Lance Under-
wood and freshman Zoe San-
chez are both nearing history
in the 3200-meter event.

Last week at Hayesville,
NC, Underwood finished first
in the 3200M with a personal
record (PR) time of 10 minutes
and 44 seconds.

He is currently eight sec-
onds (one second per lap) away
from David Bryant’s school
record time of 10:36.7 set in
1971.

Sanchez also took home
first in the girls’ 3200M race -
coming within one second of
Garrison’s record time.

According to Union
County Track and Field Head
Coach Shawnetta Reece, some
others are also on the verge of
setting school records.

“Adrian Shaw in the
400m and Dylan Dockery in
the 300 hurdles are knocking
closely on the door of a new
school record,” Reece said. “We
are currently awaiting official
times for a few events from
Hayesville that could determine
other records being broken.”

Baseball: North Hall scores 33 runs in t

Union County fell to 5-10
on the year and 1-8 in region play
after three one-sided losses to
third ranked North Hall last week,
and have now dropped nine of its
last 10 games after opening the
season 4-0.

The Panthers were victim-
ized by two shutouts on Monday
and Wednesday before falling
12-2 on Friday. A run in the top
half of the first gave Union its
only lead of the series, however
the Trojans responded with one in
the bottom half, one in the second,
and five in the third.

North Hall added a run
in the fifth for an 8-1 advantage
before the Panthers added one
more in the sixth. That’s as close
as they would get as the Trojans
put up four more in the bottom of
the sixth to end all three games via
the “mercy rule.”

Union used small ball to
get on the board in the first when
Patrick Baggett led off the game
with a base hit and a quick steal
of second.

With one down, Candler
Colwell lined a base hit into right
field to put the Panthers on top
at 1-0.

Crawford Colwell started
the game and went two innings,
allowing two hits, five earned
runs, and four walks. He would
face three batters in the third be-
fore Baggett entered in relief with
a runner on and nobody out.

He would finish the third
inning but gave up four hits, two
earned runs, and a walk.

Ean Harkins worked the
final 2 2/3 innings but North Hall
ended the contest by taking a 10-
run lead in the sixth.

Harkins surrendered six
hits, five earned, and four walks.

Union scored its second
run when Logan Dyer doubled to
leadoff the sixth and later scored.
The Panthers actually loaded the
bases with nobody out but could

extra-base hit of the game, Can-
dler Colwell drew a five-pitch
walk and Crawford Colwell was
plunked with a full count. Un-
fortunately, a double-play ball
slammed the door on the Panthers’
comeback bid but Dyer was able
to score from third on the ground
ball.

The Trojans ended the
game thanks to four-runs — all
coming with two-outs. A double
and two singles quickly loaded
the bases with one down when a
sacrifice fly made it 9-2.

With two aboard and two-
out, two-run double stretched the
lead to 11-2 before an RBI single
made it 12-2.

Harkins and Cole Davis
also had hits for the Panthers
while Candler Colwell also drew
a walk during a 1-for-2 day at
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Hall on Monday, the Trojans
jumped out to a 3-0 advantage
and never looked back — scoring
one in the second and third, two
in the fourth, one in the fifth, and
two more in the sixth to bring the
“mercy rule” into play at 10-0.

The Panthers finished
with six hits, including doubles
from Candler Colwell and Slade
Thompson but they were unable
to generate a run off of Corban
Meeler, who tossed a six inning
complete-game with 7 strike-
outs.

The game opened with
promise when Baggett was hit
by a pitch and was advanced
to second on a Dyer sacrifice
bunt. Unfortunately back-to-back
strikeouts ended the Panther scor-
ing threat.

North Hall used four hits to
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Union — working 5 1/3 innings,
giving up 10 hits and seven earned
while striking out five.

Candler Colwell provided
the Panthers their only multi-hit
game with a 2-for-3 performance.
He also stole a base.

After going down 1-2-3 in
the second, Davis led off Union’s
half of the third with a base hit but
his courtesy runner Pierson Alli-
son was left stranded at second.

Candler Colwell opened
the fourth with a double and Del
Ruff was hit by a pitch with one
out, but a line drive back to the
pitcher resulted in a double play
when Meeler fired to first for the
third out.

Thompson’s double came
with two down in the fifth and
Baggett followed with a base on
balls but once again, the Panthers
