applying for a title. Other items
you will need are:

1. Acceptable proof of
insurance

2. Georgia Driver’s
License or copy of primary
owner’s Driver’s License with
Union County address

3. Union County allows
one vehicle registration with
an out of state driver’s license
if the person owns a second
home here.

Q. What do I need
to do if I buy a used vehicle
from an individual?

A. All vehicles must
be registered within 7 days of
purchase. Items you will need
are:

1. Title from individual
selling vehicle — correctly
signed

2. Acceptable proof of
insurance

3. Georgia Driver’s Li-
cense with a Union County ad-
dress

4. Current Mileage un-
less exempt

You are required to title
all 1986 and newer vehicles
prior to registration. All own-
ers need to be present with val-
id identification and acceptable
proof of insurance.

loves wet, dead plant material.
Quick removal of dead flow-
ers or leaves will keep Botrytis
in check. Botrytis will usually
only be a problem if a plant is
wounded or if air flow is poor.

There are many more
types of plants diseases out
there and a variety of different
pathogens within the diseases
that I’ve described. Removing
infected leaves and branches,
increasing air circulation, and
well-drained soils are the best
tools against fungal diseases.
There are many fungicides that
can be used to control fungal
diseases.

However, proper iden-
tification of the fungus so that
the correct fungicide is used is
highly important. The Exten-
sion office can help with iden-
tification and fungicide recom-
mendations. Photo submissions
are free. Sometimes it’s not
possible to tell what disease is
present from a picture and a
sample is required, which costs
$15 if submitted through the
local county Extension office.
Samples not submitted through
the Extension office will incur
additional fees.

process. For instance, the pru-
dent placement and layout of
roads, infrastructure, and ser-
vices can reduce wildfire risks
to homes and improve evacu-
ation and response efforts.
Similarly, requiring ignition-
resistant building materials in
the construction and design of
homes in at-risk areas can re-
duce wildfire impacts. To fur-
ther reduce wildfire risks and
improve community safety,
land use planning strategies
must supplement other mitiga-
tion measures such as vegeta-
tion treatment projects and for-
est management approaches.
By realizing that local com-
munities bear the brunt of wild-
fire costs, elected officials and
decision makers can take steps
now in the planning and design

of their communities to prevent
devastating wildfire impacts in
the future.

Wildfire safety and risk
reduction is not rocket science
but mostly common sense...
Remove combustibles from
around things you don’t want to
burn if an accidental fire creeps
into your yard. Our ancestors

were the first “Firewise” prac-
titioners when they swept their
yards, but they had to since they
didn’t have a fire department
to call when a fire threatened.
