Daniel and Kimberly
Sims have encountered a small
business nightmare.

The red trailer they use
to haul finished cabinets to their
customers has been stolen.

The incident happened on
Wednesday, May 9th around
4:30 p.m. When they returned
to Southern Cabinetry off High-
way 515 near City Plumbing
that afternoon, they made the

was missing. They asked the
owner of a neighboring business
if they saw anything unusual.

The owner told them
that they saw a vehicle come
in and hook up to the trailer
and drive off.
